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Traffic and parking in the centre of Keyworth are
chaotic at present while the new Health Centre is
being built. The Bunny Lane car park is still closed
(until July), construction vehicles are coming and
going, and associated building works outside the site
are sometimes imposing one-way traffic.

Shopkeepers and traders in the Square and Main Street are reporting dire
trading conditions, as shoppers stay away rather than try to park nearby. The
shops in this area include a chemist, two hairdressers, two banks, a Chinese
takeaway, a butcher, two supermarkets, two dentists, a betting shop, two
estate agents, an electrical shop, a newsagent, a hardware and DIY shop, a
"gifts and cards" shop, a florist, a haberdasher, a clothes shop, a cafe, a
travel agent, the Post Office, a dry cleaner, an insurance broker and a vacant
shop in a prime spot on the Square.

We can't afford to lose the shops. They are the glue that sticks the
community together. Lose them, and Keyworth loses part of its identity and
character. Luckily there is an easy solution: Park at the Village Hall. It’s less
than two minutes’ walk from the Square, and it’s nearly always easy to park.

Local shops - use them or lose them!

The Borough Council has selected a preferred partner to run all its leisure
centres under a commercial arrangement from June 2007. The Council will
guarantee the future of all the centres for 5 years. However, it is also preparing
a “vision” of the long-term future, in which there will be just 3 centres. Keyworth
is not one of them. We have a fight on our hands! The Focus Team are
committed to keeping Keyworth Leisure Centre open for the local community.

Betrayed - by the Conservatives!
Last year, the Tory majority on the Borough Council
voted to scrap our Rushcliffe Local Plan, and to let the
unelected Regional Assembly take control of all future
development. Unfortunately, Region Planning Officers
have now proposed a massive housing estate on
moorland between Ruddington and Gotham. So it has
become embarrassingly obvious that the decision by
Rushcliffe Conservatives was a bad mistake.

The increased demand for parking in the Church Drive
and Parade area has meant that shoppers have been
parking at the Tavern. Faced with a hefty repair bill for
their property, the pub management are now closing
their car park outside pub opening hours. As a result,
some cars have been locked in. Please be aware of
this and park elsewhere.

Glass recycling update
Keyworth still has no official glass recycling facility. The Council has not yet decided what to do, and is even
considering restoring the bring sites with "soundproof" glass bins. Chris Evans, a member of the Council review
team, says “What seems like a simple problem is quite complex. I am concerned that bring sites will always be a
noise nuisance. The Focus Team would like to see a trial of kerbside collection of boxes once a month. This
would be cheap (about 5p a week), and should provide a good service.” We will be conducting surveys on your
views - but don’t wait for the survey, let us know what you think!
